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A Less Than Perfect Withess
TEXT: | Sam. 16: 1-13/ Eph. 1:5-12

INTRODUCTION :
A. Thewisdom of God is awesome.

1. Thereisno end to the way God continues to awe mankind.

2. | Cor. 1:25- ... the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and
the weakness of God is stronger than men.

3. Rom. 11:33 - Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God!
How unsearchable are His judgments and unfathomable His ways!

B. God’swisdom can be seen in the men He chosefor great tasks and challenges.

1. Abraham ... called asafather of God’snation/ father of all faithful
a. Youngest son of a Mesopotamian sheepherder.
b. Marriedto hissister ( childless, middle-aged couple called to father nation )
c. Caled him out isolating him in the desert. (forced to depend on God )
d. Lacking courage, he lied about his wife to avoid danger / conflict.

2. Moses... called togive God'slaw and lead His people out of bondage
a. Chosen as an infant, he was a slave, doomed to be put to death.
b. Raised in the presence of pagan power .. but fled to the desert to herd sheep.
c. Married the daughter of an idolatrous priest —later gave God's law.
d. Hewas eighty years old before he started his work for God.

This lesson will center on one of the unlikely men God chose in the Christian era.
We’'ll see that he wasn’t at all the person we would’ve chosen to do the job that
God sent him to do. From our study, we’ll see that before he was born, God had a
plan for his life and developed within him the skills to accomplish that plan. Then
we’ll apply the lesson to ourselves.

|. Saul Of TarsusWas An Unlikely Candidate For Christ In Several Ways.
A. Paul did not have the appear ance of aleader.

1. Remember the prophet’s selection of David ... | Sam. 16: 1f
2. A second century historian described the Apostle Paul / Saul as:

a. “Hewas a man of little stature, partly bald, with crooked legs, of vigorous physique,
with eyes set close together and nose somewhat hooked.”  ( Acts of Paul )

b. Hisname was changed from Saul (asked for) to Paul (littleone) ... Acts13:9
1) Eph.3: 8... It'spossible “the least of the saints” could be applied to size.
2) Acts14:12 .. Lycaonians called him Mercury ( Hermes) who was a small messenger.
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3. Hisadversariesridiculed his physical appearance.

Il Cor. 10:10 - For they say, “His letters are weighty and strong, but his personal
presence is unimpressive and his speech contemptible.”

4. Paul did not consider himself to be a skilled speaker.

Il Cor. 11:6 -But even if | am unskilled in speech, yet | am not so in knowledge;
in fact, in every way we have made this evident to you in all things.

5. Paul had athornintheflesh. (It curbed histendency toward pride. )
a. Gal. 4:13-15 -cf- Gal 6:11 ... Most likely he had a problem with his eyes.
b. Physical affirmatives were considered a curse of God. (ill. - John 9:2)
* God overcame Paul’s physical limitations and He can overcome ours.

B. Paul wasthe worst enemy of Christianity.

He was watering the seeds of the gospel with the blood of Christian martyrs.
Steven ...Acts7: 58-60  (Cf -Acts6: 9 ... Paul from Tarsusin Cilicia. )
Persecuted the Jerusalem church ... Acts8:1-3

Paul wanted to destroy the whole church ... Gal. 1: 13

It defied his basic belief system. ( Paul was a radical Jewish cleric./ cf- Muslims)
* |f God could over Paul’s past and use him, He can overcome your past.
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C. Paul wasa member of the most radical separatist sect of the Jews—a Pharisee.

1. Acts26: 5... Thestrictest sect of Jews.
a. Vey influential among people ... They were devoted to restoring the theocracy.
b. Estimated to have only 6000 members ... The Pharisees were powerful politically.

2. The Pharisees were strict separatists ... “set aside ones. ”
a. They resisted the cultural influence of the Greeks and Romans. ( Like the Taliban )
b. They resisted Roman rule. ( Sadducees were collaborators)

* God called a divider to unite all peoples in Jesus the Christ.
(He became the apostle to those he formerly hated. )

D. Paul wasonewho sinned and was even guilty of murder.
1. He had murdered Christians just because they were believers.
2. Hecalled himself the foremost of al sinners ... | Tim. 1: 15.
3. Hestruggled with sin and often lost ... Rom. 7: 14ff

* God called a weak sinful man to lead sinners to holiness in Christ.
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II. God Used ThisUnlikely Candidate To Accomplish Great Things For His Cause.

A. Only Jesus accomplished more to establish the kingdom than the Apostle Paul.
1. Paul wrote more books of the New Testament than anyone.
2. Paul established more congregations than anyone.
3. Paul preached the gospel in the seats of power.

B. Paul was specifically chosen by God.

1. Chosen before birth, he was called for a specific work.

Gal. 1:15 - But when God, who had set me apart even from my mother’s womb and called
me through His grace, was pleased °- to reveal His Son in me so that | might
preach Him among the Gentiles, ... (cf.-Eph. 1:4-5, 11 Christiansare chosen )

2. Jesuspersonally called him ... Acts9: 1-9.
3. God knows the potential of every man and has aplan for each. ( He knows you.)

C. Paul’swholelife prepared him for hislast 30 yrsof service

1. Hewasborn aJew intheloyal Roman city of Tarsus. ... Acts 22:24-29, 19:21

Roman Citizenship enabled him to travel and have access. ( Would not have sought it )
Reputation of Tarsus caused Paul to be accepted by Romans. (“no mean city”)

He grew up exposed to many cultures. ( University City .. gathering place of scholars)
He was fluent in multiple languages : Aramaic, Hebrew, Greek ( Probably Latin ?)
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2. Hewas an educated man. (God sent him as ambassador to many educated people.)
a. Festustold Paul, “Your great learning is driving you mad.” ... Acts 26:24 -cf - Ax 3:13
b. Quoted from the poets and prophets :

1) Acts17:28 ... Sermon on Mars Hill “We are his children.”
2) Tit.1: 12 ... Cretan prophet “liars, evil beast, lazy gluttons”
c. Academically qualified to stand before gentile kings.
3. He Jewish education and former position demanded respect from Jewish leaders.
a. Hehad been astudent of Gamaliel.  ( best teacher /scholar)
1) Acts22: 3 (History recordsthat Gamaliel became president of Sanhedrin. )
2) Only most elite were accepted as students of Gamalidl.
3) It waslike graduating from Harvard Law School and then clerking in supreme court.
b. Paul had great influence for ayoung man. ( Eastern people respect age. )
1) Gal.1: 14 ... Hewasadvanced beyond his peers.

2) Wasableto lead the persecution. ... Acts8: 1-3
3) Hehad accessto the High Priests. ... Acts9:1-2
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D. Paul’slife experience combined with hisfaith to give him confidence.
1. Hewasafraid, but hisfaith enabled him to overcome hisfear.
a. | Cor. 2: 3-1was with you in weakness and in fear and in much trembling,

b. Il Cor. 7: 5-For even when we came into Macedonia our flesh had no rest, but we were
afflicted on every side: conflicts without, fears within. (reaped as sowed )

C. Acts23: 2- The high priest Ananias commanded those standing beside him to strike him
on the mouth. *- Then Paul said to him, “God is going to strike you, you
whitewashed wall! Do you sit to try me according to the Law, and in
violation of the Law order me to be struck?”

* There is no fear one cannot overcome for Christ.

B2 Mothers forget fear when protecting their child.  (apply to Christ)
(My mother killed snake threatening me, though afraid of them.)

2. Though he feared, Paul stood before governors, proconsuls and kings.
3. Though he was afraid, Paul stood before those who would persecute him.
a. After beatings and imprisonments, he continued preaching.

b. After being stoned, he got up and resumed his ministry.
c. Hewent to Jerusalem knowing what awaited him there.

[11. The Same Wise God Chose You To Carry HisWord Today. ( Every Christians)
A. Christiansare God’s chosen messengersto save the world.
1. Matt. 28: 18-20/ Mark 16: 16 ... Goteach isa COMMAND, not suggestion.

2. | Pet. 2: 9-But you are a chosen race, aroyal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God'’s
own possession, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has

called you out of darkness into His marvelous light;

3. Caoal. 4: 5-Conduct yourselves with wisdom toward outsiders,
making the most of the opportunity.

B. Many Christiansdon’t think they’'re up to the task.

1. Mosesdidn’t think he was up to the task either, but GOD ...
a. God refused to accept excuses from Moses. ( He also refusesthem from us.)
b. With God's help, Moses became one of the greatest leadersin history.
c. LikeAbraham ... The Christian have faith that God will provide and care.

2. Godisableto makeyou/ meup tothetask.
a. Haveyou asked God to help you / us to be up to the task ?
b. Havewe, haveyou really tried to evangelize? (“I can’t never did do anything.” )

c. God has used your life to prepare you.
( Every experience of our lives has prepared us to serve God.)
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3. Imagine how Noah felt when told to build that huge ark, BUT he did the impossible.

C. Many areso afraid to share, they haven’t even tried it.

1. Imagine the fear in Abraham when he left home ... He had faith enough to go.
2. Imaginethefear inlittle Paul ashe: (cf-11 Tim4: 17)

a. fought the wild beasts at Ephesus ... | Cor. 15: 32. ( Can you face your neighbor?)
b. repeatedly witnessed to the Jews who wanted to kill him.

c. stood friendlessin Caesar’scourt ... |l Tim.4:16. (Heprayed for boldness.)

Remember : | Cor. 2: 3, Il Cor. 7: 5 ... Paul overcame his fear s because of love for God.
3. Faithisgreater than fear.

a.

| John 4:4-You are from God, little children, and have overcome them; because greater
is He who is in you than he who is in the world. You never serve alone.

b. Rom. 8:31 - What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who is against us?

€/ A wise man doesn't fear what might happen if he does obey God ( share gospel )
but fears what will happen if he does not.

Matt. 10: 28 - Do not fear those who kill the body but are unable to kill the soul; but
rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell.

D. Many don’t sharethe gospel because they have sinin their lives.
1. Who among us haskilled Christians? Paul killed many !!

2. Paul said God chose him because he had been so sinful.

| Tim. 1: 16 - Yet for this reason | found mercy, so that in me as the foremost, Jesus Christ

might demonstrate His perfect patience as an example for those who would
believe in Him for eternal life.

3. Having overcome sin gives one a powerful testimony. (“God can save you t00.” )

a. Peopleintheworld have sin so they need Christ. ( They'rehurting. 30% seeking)
b. They need to know that Christ forgives even great sins.

c. Hearing how you struggled will help draw peopleto HIM. ( No one is w/o sin | John 1)

4. One who has never felt wicked doesn’t appreciate Jesus / forgiveness/ grace
( Some act as if their attitude is, “I'm so good, God’s lucky to have me.” )

CONCLUSION :

A. How unlikely isit that Jesus choseyou / meto carry His message of salvation to a lost
and dying world.

1. No more unlikely than when He chose Abraham or Moses.
2. No more unlikely than when He chose Saul of Tarsus.
3. God knew what was in them and He knows what’ s in you.

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B. Never doubt the wisdom of God.
1. Il Thes2: 13— We/ you were chosen for salvation and for proclaiming.
2. | Cor 12: 18 - God set you in the church just as He wanted you. He knows you.
3. Heentrusted Histreasuretous. (| Cor 4:7 -cf- Matt 25:14-30)
* God knew / knows what He’s doing.

C. Heallowsmen thefreedom of choice. (He is notignoring rebellion. ..l Pet 3:9)
1. People choose to accept or to reject the gospel.
2. Christians choose whether to serve God or to serve themselves.
3. EVERYONE faces the consequences of their decisions.

D. Many “Christians’ have chosen torebel against God. ( They refuse to serve.)
1. Day after day they meet non-Christians, but don’t take advantage of the opportunity.
2. Week after week they don’t bring visitors to services with them.
3. Asmonth after month passes they don’t even try to set up bible studies with loved ones.

4. Theday iscoming when every Christian will give accounting for how he has used the
treasure God entrusted to us. ( The gospel )
